We will offer children’s activities at our authentic 17th century German Farm from 11am-5pm on
Saturday. Visitors may also walk the Museum grounds and learn about the Scotch-Irish and
English immigrant cultures which joined the Germans in settling the early American frontier. You
may view the complete Oktoberfest schedule at our Internet site (www.frontiermuseum.org).

The Museum’s German Farm, a 17th century timber-frame farmhouse and barn complex, was
relocated to the Museum from its original location in Hordt, a small village in the Rhineland-
Pfalz, a region of modern Germany located close to the French border, along the Rhine river. The
farm family who originally lived in the home might have emigrated to America to purchase land,
for religious freedom, and to escape the wars and famine which had plagued the Rhineland-Pfalz
region for years during the late 17th and early 18th centuries.

Although Ray Wright
and his staff continue
their hard work toward
completion of the
Museum’s newest
exhibit, the Bowman
House, we initiated
guided tours of the
exhibit in May.  We
invite you to request a
tour during your next
visit to the Museum.
Simply express your interest to the staff at our
Visitors Center during the Museum’s regular
hours of operation.  Bowman House tours
emphasize issues of historic construction,
historic architecture, restoration, and the
Bowman family.

Earlier this year volunteer George Lott guided
Museum staff in the reproduction of several
handcrafted items for use inside the Bowman
House, including a hanging cupboard, bench,
and a painted blanket chest.  Our blacksmiths
are also working on a reproduction of the
original fireplace crane.

During the summer
months our staff have
been applying the final
coats of plaster inside
the house and preparing
the furnishings plan.  Of
particular note is the
time-consuming and
detail-intensive process
of working with
technical consultants to

analyze the paint samples
recovered from the Bowman House interior.
The Museum was fortunate to have identified
surfaces containing multiple layers of paint,
offering our staff invaluable time capsules.
The paint analysis will allow staff to complete
the interior work and enrich the story our
interpreters share with Museum visitors.   

As the material elements of the Bowman
House near completion, our staff are also
working diligently on plans for exhibit
interpretation, costuming, historic gardens,
livestock, and other elements essential to the
success of the exhibit.
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EXPANSION OF THE FRONTIER
Bowman House Nears Completion

Summer 2007 will represent the next pivotal
moment in the development of the Museum.
The Master Site Plan calls for the strategic
relocation of the existing 19th-century
American Farm and the reproduction of a
West African exhibit in its place.  Following
several years of research and planning the

Museum is poised to realize this vision in the
coming year.

The 2006 Heritage Classic Golf Tournament will be held on
Thursday, September 21, at the Country Club of Staunton.  This
tournament is greatly anticipated by sponsors and golfers each
year. All proceeds benefit the American Frontier Culture
Foundation, which exists to support the wonderful educational
programs and cultural exhibits of the Frontier Culture Museum.

The format is unusual for most charity golf tournaments. Using
the Ryder Cup format, the golfers are divided into two teams, the
Scots and the Irish.  There are two members of each team in each
foursome playing against each other, captain’s choice.  At the end
of the day, all scores are recorded and the winning team is
determined.  The Irish team was the victor during the past two
years. The Scots have vowed to take back the trophy in 2006, but
the Irish will undoubtedly put up a good fight to defend their title.

Tee time is signaled by bagpipes, gathering the players for the
opening ceremony where the rules of play are explained and pep
talks are given by the two honorary captains, Retired State
Supreme Court Justice George M. Cochran for the Scots and
Retired State Supreme Court Justice Roscoe B. Stephenson, Jr.,
for the Irish team.

a summary of the important decisions made during the research phase.
Of particular importance was the determination that the Igbo people
(pronounced EEBOW) of southeastern Nigeria represented the largest
percentage of Africans brought to Virginia during the period
represented by the Museum.  This discovery provided important focus
for planning a three-week trip to Nigeria conducted by Eric Bryan, Ray
Wright, and Dr. Johnston Njoku in March of this year.

Of particular importance to the success of the trip was the role played
by Mrs. Umebe Onyejekwe, a Deputy Director with Nigeria’s National
Commission for Museums and Monuments. She played a critical role in
communicating across Nigerian agencies, arranging for transportation
and security, and making arrangements with state and local officials.
She greeted our staff upon their arrival in Nigeria and traveled as a
member of the team for the duration of the trip.  

While in Nigeria the Museum’s team traveled over 1200 miles by van
over often rough roads to visit some fifteen village groups and nearly
thirty settlements and compounds – some of which were very remote –
in search of surviving examples of traditional Igbo architecture and
culture.  The team took nearly two thousand photographs and made
both video and audio recordings. The team also met with the Federal
Minister of Culture and Tourism, four traditional rulers, as well as
cultural and tourism officials from Nigeria’s five Igbo states, museum
curators, archaeologists, and rural villagers.

The trip to Nigeria delivered important and exciting results.  The
Museum’s team was able to assess and document the spectrum of
traditional Igbo architectural forms and to examine and document basic
building materials.  More importantly, they obtained a better

understanding of the geography of the Igbo homeland and how it
influenced elements of Igbo culture and the slave trade, issues of critical
importance to the development of the Museum’s exhibit.  

Much to their surprise the team located many remote Igbo compounds
that displayed the use of traditional architecture and Igbo culture,
including methods of cooking, farming, compound arrangement, etc.
Although the team recognized some modern materials used in the
construction of living quarters and compound walls, as well as
incorporated into cooking methods, the traditional techniques have
remained relatively intact.  From these examples the team will be able to
draw many elements for the Museum’s exhibit.

During the period of August 9-11 we hosted a working meeting of the
West African exhibit’s Advisory Panel.  The purpose of this meeting was
to discuss the direction of the exhibit and to assist with several decisions
critical to the preparation of exhibit and educational program plans.
Mrs. Onyejekwe, the latest addition to the Advisory Panel, traveled
from Nigeria for this meeting, spending over a week in Virginia visiting
the Commonwealth’s cultural institutions and receiving an in-depth
introduction to the Frontier Culture Museum’s current exhibits.  

The many wonderful ideas and recommendations generated from this
meeting addressed a range of critical topics from the configuration of
living structures to critical messages for exhibit interpretation.  In
addition, we advanced our discussion with Mrs. Onyejekwe concerning
a agreement with Nigeria’s National Commission for Museums and
Monuments for continued interaction between our organizations, the
results of which may include exchanges of personnel and artifacts.
